Through the fundraising of our parents, we offer a variety of 
enrichment activities, including visual arts, computer, music, 
P.E., and more. Our mission is to foster a nurturing 
community of academic engagement, which encourages our 
children to be life long learners and leaders in democratic and 
diverse communities.

 School Description and Mission Statement

Teachers prepare and coordinate their instructional plans 
within both grade level and program teams.  These plans are 
aligned with the state adopted curriculum and standards.  The 
teachers assess student progress using daily and weekly 
assessments (formal and informal) across all content areas. 
Working with parents and other staff, the teachers support our 
students through a variety of systems, most notably the 
student success team.  Students with special needs receive 
further assistance from an array of trained professionals on 
site:  resource specialists, inclusion teachers, speech/language 
teachers, O.T., P.T., and more.  The principal works closely 
with teachers, the school site council and our two parent 
groups to support these efforts.

Parents and guardians are strongly encouraged to be actively 
involved in the Clarendon community.

Through school district and city funding, as well as the 
generosity of our parents, Clarendon is able to offer a number 
of programs and services to our students.

Our large campus is spread across three levels of buildings 
and yards, surrounded by greenery and a residential 
neighborhood.
